	Launch activity

	Before starting work on the book, create a space in the classroom for a working wall to enable you to pin examples of responses, reflections, notes and language generated from each session. If you do not have the space for a working wall you could create a class ‘reading journal’ using large pieces of sugar paper and use the pages of the journal to capture responses. It would be highly beneficial to create a display, as part of your class reading environment, of related texts – fiction and non-fiction – that would allow children to read and research further stories of Norse Gods and Viking settlers. These texts might also form part of your read aloud programme in preparing for storytelling, retellings and in supporting the class in making connections with a wide range of material.
