	Children come into the classroom to find the following on the whiteboard with a drop of blood below: Talking partners: Discuss: What kind of stories do you know that follow this word? Why is there a drop of blood? What kind of characters appear in stories like this? Do they all have fairies in them? Do they all have happy endings?

Have a bag ready containing a range of props, for example: a toy sword, a cloak, scraps of fur, a feather, a ruffled cap, a toy mouse, a rose, a lump of coal, a gold braid, a small mirror etc. Invite children to come and select an item from the bag, then question and hypothesize using modals: I wonder who/where/what…? Could it be…? Might they have…? Tell children that fairy tales have been retold - often orally - over many years. In pairs, challenge children to choose a selection of three items from the bag to create an impromptu fairytale - this may only be a few sentences long.
